Photos were taken of
Isaac, and I did not observe any cuts or injuries on lsaac. She was asked if she was hurt or had any cuts, in which she denied having any
injuries.

The District 9 County Medical Examiner’s Office took possession of the decedent for a post-mortem examination, to be completed at a later
date.

Based on the above, and the totality of the circumstances, probable cause exists to charge Lakrisha Shanika Isaac with F.5.5. 782.07-3
Manslaughter By Culpable Negligence; 784.021(1)(A)-1 Aggravated Assault With A Firearm; F.S.S. 784.05(3) Negligent Storage Of Firearm;
and F.S.S. 827.03(2)(D) Neglect of a Child.
