INCIDENT WITHOUT REPORTING, AS A CLASS E FELONY, in violation of 8600.2 of
the Vehicle and Traffic Law of the State of New York, committed as follows:

The said defendant, on or about October 7, 2022, in Suffolk County, New York, operated
a motor vehicle, and knowing or having cause to know that personal injury had been caused to
another person due to an incident involving the motor vehicle operated by the defendant, before
leaving the place where said personal injury occurred, failed to stop, exhibit license and
insurance identification card for such vehicle, and give name, residence, including street and
street number, insurance carrier and insurance identification information including but not
limited to the number and effective dates of said individual’s insurance policy, and license
number to the injured party, namely, | EEEEEEEE. if practical, and also to a police officer, or

to report said incident as soon as physically able to the nearest police station or judicial officer.
